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Galway Youths Highlight Their Favourite Places

in Galway’s first Youth Green Map

November 2007: Over 100 primary and post-primary students from all over Galway city have been involved in creating a Youth Green Map for the City. This map highlights the places in Galway city that are most important to these students. These include best walks around the city, youth friendly places and popular recreation and sports areas. 

The Youth Green Map for Galway is part of a larger project being undertaken by the Department of Geography, NUI, Galway in association with the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and Galway City Council.

A Green Map is a locally produced chart of an area that identifies, promotes and links environmental, social, and cultural amenities. These maps typically show green areas, cycle paths, green businesses, organic markets, quiet spots in the city, interesting walking routes and the cultural sites that make an area unique. 

Another wider Community Map has also been produced, which represents a holistic representation of the city of Galway, and of the places and things that people value in the community. Many groups from around the city have been involved in creating this map of the city they live in.

The launch of the Youth and Community Greenmaps of Galway will take place in the City Museum on Friday the 23rd of November at 10 am.  All are welcome to attend, view and contribute to the map that the people of Galway created!

The maps will be on display in the City Museum on Friday the 23rd November and will be available online at www.galwaycity.ie after the launch. 
Galway recently became a member of the Green Map System, a not for profit organisation which provides a locally flexible, but globally shared framework for environmental mapmaking.  A website with examples of green maps from around the world is available at www.greenmap.org.
