All Green Maps share an award-winning universal iconography and adaptable toolkit. Both the process of creating Green Maps and the resulting published editions impact each participating community, improving prospects for a more sustainable future.

Wim Chang, part of the team behind the Green Mapping of Delta Electronics' facilities worldwide will introduce the measurable outcomes of this CSR project (see http://GreenMap.org/csr). Wendy Brawer, Green Map's founder from New York says, "I look forward to sharing some remarkable global impacts, and extending a hand to more communities.
