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Thriving on Local Connections is easier with the first Basalt/Carbondale GREEN MAP.

The GREEN MAP is available to orient us to the green businesses, organizations, and significant green buildings, as well as, sources of renewable energy, food and models of sustainability in Basalt and Carbondale.  The map is for locals and visitors; it has a soft, earthy feel in your hands and is a project of Sustaining Tomorrow Today (STT) and the Basalt High School Recycle Club. Seven valley high school students working with five adults discovered, took action and located fifty-three local resources for meeting our needs in a sustainable way. 

One student, observed "the GREEN MAP draws our attention to those particular establishments that deserve our support for their excellent environmental efforts.  Valley residents are becoming more sophisticated in understanding the connections between human and natural systems and want a healthy local environment.” 


Supporting local business makes sense as we work toward a common goal of sustainability through our purchasing decisions.  Each purchase you make can trigger purchases by others.  Economists call this a multiplier.  When you spend a dollar in a locally owned business more dollars stay in the community producing multipliers two to four times higher than for a dollar spent at a non-local business.

The student’s intention for the GREEN MAP is to increase local profits, decrease ecological destruction and promote investment in the social capital of our valley communities. Accordingly, the GREEN MAP is printed on 100 percent recycled paper. The savings accrued from printing on New Leaf Paper were ten fully grown trees, 4,215 gallons of water, seven million BTU’s, 466 pounds of solid waste, and 921 pounds of green house gases.

The mission of Sustaining Tomorrow Today is to cultivate awareness, skills, and commitment in youth necessary for growing a healthy, sustainable future.  Our three goals are: to lead students into experiences of interconnectedness between nature and humans; be positive and focus on renewable energy, sustainable agricultural practices, and healing relationships; empower youth to create the healthy future they need.  We support our youth in asking important questions, finding a forum for their voices and a venue for sustainable action.
